Solar panels are making a loud banging noise -
typically early morning or early evening when
outside temperature is changing. Much louder
than typical house settling.

Most often, these are installed on the side of the
house, not on the roof, so they are easy to
access and repair. It may have been damaged or
may be incorrectly mechanically attached.
